Status of 2003 Budget and Guidance for 2004 Budget

E-Budget
Chris Fairhall provided a brief report on the new e-budget initiative.  Among other things, the new system would essentially be a new MAX that can integrate performance and budget data.  He plans to distribute the proposal around OMB and a few BOAC members in August with a fuller briefing at the regular September BOAC meeting.

The Alignment Network—Approaches to Creating a Performance Budget

Justine Rodriguez discussed her observations on where agencies are presently with integration, benefits they expect to achieve, and keys to success.  In general, agencies have been improving their ability to budget for performance.  They are all starting from different places and are all taking different approaches.  As examples, she highlighted the status of VA and Justice and discussed how other agencies might gain from working with the Alignment Network, a new, informal working group of federal agencies interested in integration she coordinates.
